DPW will pour a cement pad and J&R will complete
installation once the generator is in place.

4. The Mayor participated in a conference call today with the County Executive. There has been a significant uptake in COVID
cases, hospitalizations are increasing (all patients are unvaccinated.) The County Executive is asking a businesses to
voluntarily require masks and observe social distancing.

VILLAGE OF PORT DICKINSON
LOCAL LAW NO. 4 OF 2021 AMENDING
CHAPTER 22 OF THE VILLAGE CODE ENTITLED “ANIMALS”
Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Dickinson as follows:
Section 1. Chapter 22 of the Village Code, as amended, be and hereby is amended as follows:
§ 22-3. entitled “Restrictions” shall be amended as follows:
Insert: J.  Permitadog to engage in continuous barking for a period of 15 minutes or more.

[The remainder of this chapter shall remain the same.].

Section 2. Separability

The provisions of this local law are separable and if any provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part
thereof is held illegal, invalid, unconstitutional, or inapplicable to any person or circumstance, such illegality,
invalidity or unconstitutionality, or inapplicability shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions,
clauses, sentences, subsections, words, or parts of this local law or their application to other persons or
circumstances. It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this local law would have been adopted if
such illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been
included therein, and as if such person or circumstance, to which the local law or part thereof is held inapplicable,
had been specifically exempt therefrom.

Section 3. Repealer

All Ordinances, Local Laws and parts thereof inconsistent with the Local Law are hereby repealed.

Section 4. Effective Date

This local law shall take effect upon filing with the New York Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27
of the Municipal Home Rule Law.




VILLAGE OF PORT DICKINSON

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 5 OF 2021 AMENDING
CHAPTER 65 OF THE VILLAGE CODE ENTITLED “ZONING”

Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Dickinson as follows:

Section 1. Section 65-3B. shall hereby be amended by adding the following:

SIGN, HEIGHT OF — The vertical distance measured from the average elevation of the proposed finished grade
along the face of the sign or structure on which the sign is located, to the highest point of the sign or structure on
which the sign is located.

Section 2. Section 65-17A(1)(c) shall hereby be amended as follows:
(© One (1) sign, not to exceed six (6) square feet or, for multi-residential buildings with six or more units,
twenty-four (24) square feet, stating that the real property or a part thereof upon which said sign is located

is for sale or rent.

Section 3. Separability

The provisions of this local law are separable and if any provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part
thereof is held illegal, invalid, unconstitutional, or inapplicable to any person or circumstance, such illegality,
invalidity or unconstitutionality, or inapplicability shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions,
clauses, sentences, subsections, words, or parts of this local law or their application to other persons or
circumstances. It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this local law would have been adopted if
such illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been
included therein, and as if such person or circumstance, to which the local law or part thereof is held inapplicable,
had been specifically exempt therefrom.

Section 4. Repealer

All Ordinances, Local Laws and parts thereof inconsistent with the Local Law are hereby repealed.

Section 5. Effective Date

This local law shall take effect upon filing with the New York Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27
of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
